A. Motions
B. Recommends City Council establish an ICS Working Group

The Neighborhood Leaders Council (NLC) requests City Council establish an Infill Compatibility Standards project working group to be responsible for producing interim and final work products, including a proposal for land use code amendments that implement infill compatibility standards to be submitted for consideration by the Planning Commission and City Council.

The NLC further recommends City Council establish requirements for the ICS working group membership and operating agreement in such a way as to assure the working group produces timely work products that are consistently acceptable to informed neighborhood resident advocates and that ultimately garner City Council approval for effective infill compatibility standards.

The motion passed: 10 Yes, 4 No, 0 abstentions.

C. Recommends composition and operating agreement priciples for the ICS Working Group

The NLC recommends City Council establish the composition of the Infill Compatibility Standards project working group so there are between 8 and 20 voting members of the working group and at least 2/3 of the members are “neighborhood resident advocates” that represent the perspective of residents, both owner occupants and tenants, who have a stake in their neighborhood’s long-term health and character.

The NLC further recommends City Council appoint members of the working group and that the members who are appointed as “neighborhood resident advocates” include individuals who are familiar with, and can effectively represent the perspective of, residents that live in areas where the several major patterns of incompatible infill occur.

· The NLC further recommends City Council establish the basic operating agreement for the working group so the following two criteria are met:

· All decisions must be approved by at least a majority of the “neighborhood resident advocate” members.

· A minority of working group members cannot block a decision that’s supported by a majority of working group members and a majority of “neighborhood resident advocate” members

The motion passed: 10 Yes, 3 No, 1 abstention.
