· Item one: Through-put issue.  Use Roosevelt as an expressway from Danebo to Hwy 99.  Use not right angel turns!  Elevate the approaches at both ends so traffic flows smoothly.

· For West 11th.  One-way west bound, west 7th east bound.  EmX in center of 11th.  Traffic will learn to go around the block to find the right business.  That’s how Portland operates.

· Multi-lane Blvd. beautiful – all 5 choices have advantages – However, what do they accomplish to increase safety etc. West of Beltline-Danebo/ Veneta commute?  For that reason combine Roosevelt Alt. and Multi-lane Blvd – need the economic generation.

· My concerns: Spend time and money to ensure ease of transportation for the future.  This necessitates attractive functional public transportation.

· 1 way west.  Bad for business, Veneta, anyone coming into town, bicycle 126 route.
· No dedicated bus lane. Must stop at lights anyway – this keeps road width 2 lanes.

· Keep/make bike lanes in both directions.

· The single issue is combining the commercial blvd. with a through highway of only 2 lanes.  40 years from now this will not work.

· Widening Beltline from west 11th to I-5 is a key part of solving west Eugene traffic problems.

· A combo of MWB and Roosevelt bypass is the best of the batch!

· Start with fixing /adding signage.  For example: provide directional signage for I-5 at 11th and Beltline that indicates Beltline is the route to I-5.

· Making west 11th one-way will make travel very complicated and frankly extremely obnoxious for everyone living south of W 11th.  Who wants to travel to a business on 11th having to figure out which cross street is a pain for locals and impossible for folks from out of town.

· MWB comment: I feel this is completely over engineered for west 11th.  Traffic will increase at every intersection with people turning left doing U-turns due to road divider.  Also if you want to go to a store across the street via car it looks like one will go down frontage road a block into main road ( U-turn into frontage road… will that even be possible.  Hard to see with drawings.  It is better as is!

· Currently traffic on west 11th can turn off at any business via the center turn lane.  If you install a center divider you will increase traffic at intersections greatly!  You will have the usual turning traffic and all the traffic that need to make U-turns to access the business on the other side via the center lane.  This completely defeats the purpose of moving people to their west 11th destination faster.

· Very supportive of long term plan to expand Beltline to four lanes from 11th to Roosevelt and then Roosevelt being four lanes to west 6th / 7th.  Also improve Seneca from 11th to Roosevelt.
